Bachelor of Arts in Music: Commercial Music Performance (Drums, Bass, Guitar, Vocals)

DIME is a music institute that is custom buiilt for serious musicians who desire a long-term, professional career in
commercial music. DIME and Metropolitan State University of Denver have a partnership that enables students to
take MSU Denver courses at DIME. These programs are designed to build strong musical and academic
foundations that allow students to seize opportunities for long and sustained careers in the music industry.

Students are able to pursue a Bachelor of Arts in Music in Commercial Music Performance, Commercial
Songwriting, or Music Industry Studies. These are liberal arts degrees in which music and general studies content
is integrated throughout all coursework. Students are exposed to a broad curriculum that includes studies in
history, the arts and humanities, and the sciences. Music is integrated into general studies courses, and the
liberal arts are integrated into music courses throughout the degree program.
